Coach’s Code of Conduct

· I will lead by example in demonstrating fair play and sportsmanship to all my players.

· I will avoid coaching styles that humiliate and degrade self-esteem. 

· I will be knowledgeable of the rules and techniques of my sport and I will teach these to my players.

· I will remember that I am a youth sports coach, and that the game is for children and not adults.

· I will respect league officials and volunteers and follow TCYFL rules.

· I will coach for the love of the game and the love of the athlete.

· I will reward effort and behavior and not outcome.

· I will keep the game simple and fun.

· I will put the needs of the team ahead of any individual.

· I will lead by character and by example.

· I will come to practice looking like a coach.

· I will remember the 8 play minimum for football players and make sure each player gets their playing time.

Disciplinary Actions
The TCYFL Board reserves sole authority to dismiss a participant or coach from the League. Coaches are not allowed to remove or “cut” participants for any reason. Any actions by a participant or coach that would require disciplinary action shall be submitted to the Board in writing. The Board will investigate the incident and take the appropriate action. 


Instances where disciplinary actions will be taken include, but are not limited to the following: 

· Intentionally destroying TCYFL property or facilities used by TCYFL. 

· Theft of TCYFL property or property belonging to persons attending a TCYFL activity. 

· Verbally or physically abusing anyone affiliated with or attending a TCYFL activity. 

· Foul or inappropriate language will not be tolerated by the TCYFL. 

· Flagrant disregard of any of the TCYFL policies, goals, or rules. 

Coaches/Coordinator Meeting Attendance  
Prior to the season the TCYFL Board will conduct certification classes to certify coaches and coordinators for the upcoming season. Certification meetings are mandatory. Uncertified persons are not agents of the League, not covered by League insurance, and are not allowed to instruct teams. Uncertified persons are not allowed on the playing field or sidelines during games except as chain gang personnel. Chain gang personnel are not allowed to instruct the participants unless they are certified.
